Even asking him to put his shoes on when he is not ready or busy playing with his toys will result in a huge meltdown: tears, stamping his feet and curling into a ball. He finds it really difficult when going into a restaurant for a family birthday or attending a birthday party. He is so excited before he goes and then just can't seem to manage himself or so many other people and he just cries or takes himself into a corner or under a table.

	Social communication and interactions
	Eddie loves to play games with his family and we spend a lot of time with his grandparents and cousins. Eddie is fine with  just a few people, but more than about 4-5 people and he seems to find it too overwhelming. 
Eddie finds it hard to start a conversation and just seems to launch into it mid-sentence leaving the listener without any cues about the context of the conversation. Luckily, his family know him well and know what he likes to talk about. It's generally the same topics: dinosaurs, Paw Patrol and Monster Truck videos.

He also calls people 'he/she' instead of using their name or 'that girl' when he knows his cousin's name is Lily.
